The Massachusetts Estuaries Project rolled in to its second year; ¢éhesavaple collections pro-
gram went according to plan. Seven teams made up of District and Town employeasesidisdicated
volunteers made their way out into Swan River, Bass River, Quivet Creekesmit (Sarbor to collect the
samples. Samples were also taken from some of the small streams thatoféieese estuaries. Samples
were collected and delivered to School of Marine Science and Technology/Dsidssuth for analysis.
One more year of sampling is planned for the summer of 2007. The three years of san#livill cratate a
baseline of study for the project, which will ultimately result in the deterramaf the Total Maximum
Daily Limits for Nitrogen in these water bodies.

As authorized by the voters at the Annual District Meeting, the Board acquirsbiriteseveral
significant tracts of land for the protection of water resource areas. In Julyisthietpurchased the site of
the old Dennis Drive-In on Hokum Rock Road. The 6.58 acres is zoned commercial anchidient of
Well #18. Well #18 is a high producing well and this purchase will help protect itrbiynating future com-
mercial activities in this immediate area. Two other important paregks secured by means of watershed
protection restrictions on more than fifty-acres of land in in Brewster. Ttietiess were acquired through
a cooperative agreement with the Town of Brewster and the Brewster Gaiwgef rust. The land is adja-
cent to the town line and abuts more than 100 acres of watershed property owned byithenDsinnis.
The joint project is scheduled in two phases. This year, 26 acres where resehed@dwr of Brewster’'s
conservation purchase and the District’'s watershed restriction which iatelggirotected the properties by
eliminating the possibility of development. The remaining acreage is scheduleddguired in the Spring
of 2007. By working cooperatively with the Brewster Conservation Trust, thedDaisd secured watershed
restrictions on 4.23 acres in Brewster. All of the restricted parcelsthiawie Zones of Contribution for
several public supply wells.

The goal of the Dennis Water District is to provide the residents of Deithia wood and ready
supply of water for fire protection and domestic use at a reasonable cost. For thepgsgears, the Dis-
trict voters have been supportive of our efforts to continue the development of addésmates to meet
the needs of the citizens and business. The effort to develop additional resourges fatas tOne was to
increase the pumping capacity and two, was to find resources that would provide a bdiyesfoquaier
than what was being produced in some existing wells. Our strategy was to develdpawpiisduced negli-
gible amounts of iron and manganese in order to reduce dependency on wells that have fesmt gigni
creases in these two elements. The iron and manganese levels have incredbecaseten years and this
is having an adverse impact on the quality of water in the distribution system.edsibility Study for Iron
and Manganese Removal provided an analysis of the historical data, calculatedds@nd provided con-
clusions and recommendations for the District’s consideration. As Superintehidemty iresponsibility to
bring forward recommendations that | consider to be in the best interest of the, slysteatepayers and the
consumers of the District. Iron and Manganese are becoming more and more ddttoramtwater quality
and troublesome to manage. The cost of mitigation is not cheap. | believe that cagstnedtivo treat-
ment facilities for approximately $15 million will greatly improve the evajuality in Dennis and lessen
ever-increasing system maintenance issues.

ARTICLE TWO MEETINGS

Section One: For the year 1974 and each year thereafter, the annual elatiooffaders shall be held on
the Monday preceding the last Tuesday of April, and the annual meeting shall e ie¢ last Tuesday of
April. (Altered and Amended March 20, 1974)

Section Two: Meetings of the District shall be called by the clerk witgrested in writing by a majority
of the water commissioners or by ten or more legal voters of the District; ahdlhgige notice thereof by
posting written notifications in two or more public places within the District, hvhatifications shall briefly
state the purpose of the meeting. (Adopted March 18, 1953)

Section Three: No business shall be transacted at any District Meetieg} the election of officers, unless

State of Water Supply Conservation shall mean a state of conservation degldre®strict pursuant
to section four of this bylaw.

Water Users or Water Consumers shall mean all public and private users wdttio€ Opublic water
system, irrespective of any person’s responsibility for billing purpasesdter used at any particular facility.

Person shall mean any individual, corporation, trust, partnership or associatibaraartity.

Public notice of a State of Water Conservation shall be given under sectiontssxtpflaw before it
may be enforced.

Section Four: Declaration of a State of Water Conservation

The District through its Board of Water Commissioners may declardea@téd/ater Conservation upon a
determination by a majority vote of the Board that a shortage of wates, ensltthat conversation of water is
necessary to insure adequate supply to all consumers under all conditions.

Section Five: Restricted Water Uses

A declaration of a State of Water Conservation issued by the Board of Wateri€somers may include one
or more of the following restrictions, conditions, or requirements restrainéngste of water for nonessential
purposes as necessary to protect the water supply, which shall be included in the publieqoiied under
section six.
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A) Odd/Even Law Watering Lawn watering at facilities with odd numberedcagés is
permitted only on odd numbered days. Lawn watering at facilities with even nunabeiredses is
permitted only on even numbered days.

B) Outdoor Watering Ban. Lawn watering, and all other forms of nonesseuiitior water use
are prohibited.

(03] Outdoor Watering Hours. Outdoor watering is permitted only during off-peak hoes
specified in the declaration of a state of water conservation and public noteefthe

D) Filling Swimming Pools. Filling of swimming pools is prohibited.
E) Automatic Lawn Sprinkler Use. The use of automatic lawn sprinklezragsis prohibited.

Section Six:  Public Notification of a State of Water Supply Conservation.

Notification of any provision, restriction, requirement or condition imposed by thedDes part of a
State of Water Conservation shall be published in a newspaper of general omouittin the

District, or by such other means reasonably calculated to reach and infoseralbf water of the state
of conservation. Any restriction imposed under section five shall not be effectiveuahti

notification is provided.

Section Seven:Termination of a State of Water Supply Conservation; Notice

A state of Water Supply Conservation may be terminated by a majority vibte Bbard of Water
Commissioners upon a determination that the water supply shortage no longerNsigisation of

the termination of a state of water conservation shall be given in the samemas notice of the state
of water conservation is given.

Section Eight: State of Water Emergency; Restricted Water Use.

Upon notification of the public that a declaration of a state of water emergenbgéa declared by
the Department of Environmental Protection, no person shall violate any provisidotioest
requirement, condition or order approved or issued by the Department intended to brirgnadralito
the emergency.

Section Nine: Penalties

COMPRHENSIVE WASTEWATER MANAGEMENT PLAN

Development of a comprehensive plan for Dennis’ waste-
water needs will be achieved by identifyring the Town goals for
wastewater management, evaluating the exsting conditions, devel-
opitg projections of the fiture conditions, and then comparing these
godls and conditions to the wastewater limitations in Dennis. The
Plan of Study outlines a five-phase goproach.

Phase I — Needs Assessnent Report (draft)y — On
JTarmary 31, 2006, representatives of the CWME Task Force, along
with consultants from Stearns & Wheler, presented an overview of
the Phase [—Meeds Assessment Report at a public meeting before
the Board of Water Commissioners, Board of Selectmen and repre-
sertatives from several other boards and commissions. The public
presentation also began a 30-day public comment period.

Thiz iz the first phase of the Comprehensive Wastewater
Management Flan and it involves the assessment of the wastewater
fieeds for the Town of Dennds. Tt is understood that this phase will
fiot be complete until the IMassacknsetts Estuaties Project (MEP)
atid Massactnsetts Department of Erwrironmental Protection com-
plete theit development of nitrogen limits in the Town coastal esta-
aties. These lmits are not expected to be complete untid 200Z

Phase I — Massachuseits Hstuaries Project — A
group of dedicated volunteers, working alongside sanicipal em-
ployees, began taking water quality samples in four major estuaties
thiz past summer. This was the first year in a three-year sampling
program as Phase IT of the CWAE. The data collected will then be
analyzed and a computer model developed which will assist in de-
termining the maximam daily limit fornitrogen our coastal embay-
ments can safely process.

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CLEAN-GREEN LAWN PROGRAM
LAUNCHED

The Public Outreach Subcommittes of the Comprehensive
Wastewater Management Plan Task Force initiated it’s educational
efforts with the publication of & Clean-Green Lawn flyer last fall A
copy of the flyer iz available at kiosks at Town Hall, Town Hall
Annex, Denmnis Semor Center atud the Dentds Water District and on
the wehsite. The flyer outlines simple steps home owners can take
to develop a healthy, green and errvirornmentally responsible lawn

The primary nutrients in lawn fertilizers are MNitrogen,
Fhosphorias, and Potassien. While Phosphoras and Potassium are
important to promote growth and fight disease, Nitrogen has the
greatest impact on lawn quality and iz the principle ingredient in
fertilizers. An adeguate amount of MNitrogen, 1 pound per 1,000
sequare feet of lawn, is needed to maintain a datk green color, high
shoot density and the ability to recuperate from stress or pest injury.
Orver application can damage the lawn and result in nan off into
saltwater embayment watersheds.

Wy is the amount of nitrogen you put on your lawn im-
pottant to the Fublic Outreach Committee? Az part of the wastewa-
ter management planning process, the Dennds Water District, with
the cooperation of the Town of Dentds, has partnered with the Mas-
sachusetts Estuaries Project to study owr coastal embayments and
determine how noach nitrogen is entering these bodies of water and
how soach they can gafely receive.  Excessive nittogen in our
estuaries causes rapid algae growth, These algae mats block out
sundisht and deprive the underwrater environment of its ability to
maintain agquatic life. Ower application or undenatilization of lawn
fertilizers can leach into ooy groundwater and coastal environments.
Responsible lawn and tuf maintenance will not only improve your
lawn bt assist in minimizing nitrogen and phosphorous reaching
out fresh and salt water bodies.

&g ameans of itroducing hotme owners to organde fertiliz-
ers atd to promote the efforts of the Public Outreach Subcommittee,
several Dennis retailers have agreed to accept a 10% discount cou-
pon on organic fertilizers. The coupon can be used for the purchase
of one bag per household and expires June 30, 2006, These partici-
pating retailers can provide assistance in determining the proper
application of fertilizer for wour lawn, Don’t hesitate to ask.

The first step in proper lawn maintenance iz determining
wour existing soil conditions, The Cape Cod Extension Service pro-
vides soil testing at a minimal cost and periodically conducts soi
clinics throughost the County.  Additional information about soil
testing  can  bhe found at  the Extension’s website  at
WWW. capecodexfension.org.

months to complete.  The delling firm of B E. Chapman was
awarded the contract by the Board of Water Commissioners at a bid
price of $192,880.

Once the final pomp tests of the completed well are con-
ducted, the District will be ready to begin construction of the pugp-
ing station during the summer. The goal was to complete the entire
project so that the well would be on-line before the heavy sumimer
demand; however, delays in approvals and constraction schedules
have pushed the time frame back a few months,
