In the spring of 2008, the District voters ap-
proved a borrowing authorization of $9.5 milliorr the
construction of two iron and manganese treatmer
plants, each capable of processing 4 million gallpar
day. The Massachusetts Water Pollution Abatemer
Trust (Trust) approved the project for a 2%-intestate
revolving fund loan of $8.6 million. It is estineat that
the Trust loan will save the District ratepayersreniian
$2 million in interest costs over the life of tloah.

Generally, the Trust sells permanent bonds fo
approved projects in October of each year. Dewmais
scheduled to receive approximately half of the @erm
nent funds (about $4 million) and the balance wdéd
provided with interim loans until October 2009 aftiee
project was complete and the balance of the pemtane
bond financing would be issued.
